Contrary to anything else contained herein, the President-Elect shall automatically succeed to the position of President of the corporation at the following annual meeting of his/her election as President-Elect. 

Term of office: Three years. The first as President-Elect, the second year as President, and the third year as Past-President

Secretary/Treasurer 
Description: The secretary/treasurer shall record the minutes from all ASTRA and Executive Committee Meetings and shall keep the official records and files of ASTRA as well as be responsible for the financial management and records of ASTRA. 
Term of office: The secretary/treasurer term of office is two years.
Member At-Large – Marketing
Member At-Large - Membership

Description: The Member-At-Large shall be elected from among the professional members of the association with the exception that up to one Member-at-Large, only, may be filled by an associate or student member. All members-at-large shall participate in deliberation on corporation matters, contribute to formulating decisions, assist in carrying out recommended actions, monitor committee functions and make reports as required.

Term of office: Two years. The first year as Member-at-Large for Marketing – this position promotes TR in Arizona. The second year as Member-at Large for Membership – this position promotes membership.

Legislative Chair

Description: The legislative chair will guide and direct the organization in its legislative affairs. Term: The legislative chair is an appointed non-voting position.

Term of Office: Two years.
